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Makris's wine list primarily pays homage to Greek vineyards. It brings
together the richness of our landscapes, from windswept Aegean
islands and volcanic outcrops to high-altitude terraces and old bush
vines rooted in poor, stony soils. Special focus is placed on the unique
character of the country’'s most renowned terroirs. Names such as
Santorini, Naoussa, Nemea, Cephalonia, Tinos, and Drama are central
to the selection, alongside native varieties like Assyrtiko, Xinomavro,
Agiorgitiko, Mavrodaphne, and Robola that express place with clarity,
energy, and depth.

At the same time, the cellar opens a deliberate conversation with the
great terroirs of the world. Carefully chosen bottles from Burgundy,
Bordeaux, Champagne, Piedmont, the Mosel, the Loire, Tuscany and
other benchmark regions are included as reference points. These

are wines that have shaped the modern understanding of balance,
precision and longevity at the table. Their presence is not about
hierarchy but about context, allowing guests to explore how the finest
expressions of Greece stand beside the classic vineyards that defined
contemporary wine culture.

Every entry on the list follows three guiding principles. Authenticity,
so that the grape, vineyard and origin remain at the forefront. Balance,
so that structure, freshness and complexity stay in harmony from the
first glass to the last course. Culinary synergy, so that each wine can
engage with the cooking of Chef Patron Petros Dimas, either through
quiet resonance or through an unexpected pairing that reveals a new
dimension in the dish.

The result is a living cellar that evolves with each vintage and season.
Guests are encouraged to move freely among familiar labels and
discoveries, between local heritage and global excellence. Whether
the journey begins in Santorini or in the Cote d'Or, the Greek vineyard
remains the core of focus and the main inspiration for this list.
